little and the girls received nothing.

e How were Jacob and Esau different?

e How might these differences cause problems between them?

e If Esau was telling the story, what do you think he would say? What were the choices for Esau and Jacob?

e Why do you think each brother made the choices that he did? What struggles do we sometimes have with
families and friends? What do you think is God’s way to relate to our families?

Create

Write your own family prayer, praising God for God’s peace. Use the Acrostic style.

Using chalk create a peaceful scene. Draw members of your family working to get along. Share with a picture of your art
at Sunday School. Add to your Praying in Color Prayer some of your favorite ways you get along with your family.

As a Family Take a walk to gather items from nature that you can add to your walking stick. Work on smoothing down
your walking sticks, using sand paper, next add the items from nature to your sticks using twine, fishing line, tacky glue
or rubber bands.

Help Others

Clean your room and ask your parents what you can do to help them with a chore this week.

Ask your parents if there is a neighbor that may need a chore done that your family can safely accomplish together.
Think about ways that you and your sisters and brothers can get along and put them into practice. Pray for peace in our
city, state, nation, and the world.
